It is located in the picturesque Sandanski-Petrich
Plain, along the middle course of the Strouma
River. It includes a considerable part of the
western and southwestern slopes of the Pirin
Mountains, the low-lying foothills between the
Malashevska and Ograzhden Mountains and the
northern slopes of Slavyanka Mountain.

climate. The seftlement, which is located at an altitude of 220-240m., is the warmest

Bulgarian town during all seasons, as the amount of sunshine exceeds 2450 hours, thus
creating favorable conditions for air and sun freatments throughout the whole year. The air
here is exceptionally clean and fresh with relatively low humidity (66%), and average annual
femperature +14,70°C with minor seasonal and daily changes. There is hardly any snow in
the winter, which is short and mild; the autumn is long and warm, and spring comes early,
sunny and warm. The combination of favorable natural conditions and curative mineral
springs with different tfemperatures (there are more than 80 springs in the region with
temperatures between 42-81°C), low mineralization and rich chemical composition, made
the town a suitable place forinhabitance since ancient times. Due to its unique climate and
curative waters, Sandanski is internationally known as a spa resort. More than 100 000 tourists
from Bulgaria and abroad visit the town every year for vacation orhomeopathic treatment.
There are more than 30 modern hotels, most of which have modern spa centers that use the
curative mineral waters. Sandanski is also known as the best natural rehabilitation clinic for
bronchial asthmain Europe.

Mediterranean climate and the invigorating effect of the mountain air. Over 150

archeological sites from prehistoric times and Antiquity to the Middle Ages offer evidence
of vitality at this ancient cross-road, linking the Aegean with the Danube and Central Europe
and the Adriatic with the Thracian heartland and the Near East. Beyond the contemporary
town lay the ruins of an ancient town. The settlement near the mineral springs was established in
the Il millennium AD. According to aresearch carried out during 1950 by the German professor
Conrad Cigler, it was proved that Spartacus, the leader of the biggest slave revoltin the Roman
Empire, came from thisregion, populated by his Thracian tribe Mediin Il century BC.

healers Saints Kozsna and Damyan, who used
the curative thermal springs to cure the people.
This was the name of the town untill 1947, when it
was renamed Sandanski, after the great
Bulgarian revolutionary Yane Sandanski. The
excavations, made in the centre of the town
testify that the ancient fown was built in three
stages during three different epochs around the
fime of Christ. The name of the Thracion
settlement was Medius (meaning between the
three mountains - Pirin, Ograzhden and Ali
Botush). Later on, the Romans called the
seftlement Dezudava, and the Slavs who came
after them named it Saints Vrachove (Saint
Healers). During Roman times, the Almighty
Council was in power and each year there was a
famous three day fair. The Romans were familiar
with the healing virtues of the mineral springs in
Dezudava, they caught the waters and built a
bath - Asklepion. A collection of a great number
of marble monuments, coins from different
epochs, documents from the revolutionary past
of the region have been gathered and arranged
in the museum in the fown of Sandanski.

cultural and historical heritage of the town is being kept in the Archeological Museum,

which was established in 1936. The museum has a unique collection of Roman funeral
plastic arts made of marble. This collection is the biggest in Bulgaria, rarely seen in Europe and
typical only for this region; It has been collected for more than 80 years from all the settlements
in the municipality. The ruins of the ancient fown are an Archeological and Cultural
Monuments of National Importance. Most attractive for the visitors are the following
archeologicalsites:
Bishop's Basilica - The basilica is situated behind the Archeological museum and is officially
designated as a Cultural Monument of National Importance. It is the most imposing and
significant monument of architecture and art from the period between V-VI century. It is a
classical type of Hellenic complex with proportions 22x36 m., with exceptionally rich marble
decoration, floors with mosaic covering, Roman-Corinthian style columns and unique altar
marble partition with scenes and pictures from the Gospel.

from the noise of the fown. The monastery Sveti Sveti Kozma and Damyan (Saints Kozma

and Damyan - 30 minutes walk from the center of Sandanski), with its miraculous chapel
Sveta Petka is situated amid the pastures of an older monastery. The local people say that
the chapel heals sterility. The vast monastery meadows are a suitable place for a picnic with
the family. Sveti Georgi (St. George) is the main church in Sandanski. It was built in the middle
of the previous century in a Byzantine architecture style. The murals that decorate its walls
represent the Byzantine tradition in the Russian Renascence.
The region of Sandanski offers various opportunities for the tourists fo become familiar with
the exceptional spirit, fraditions and authentic folklore of the people from the Pirin region. A
large number of important musical and cultural activities are carried out, as well as all the
Christian religious and ceremonial celebrations.

walk through Melnik is like traveling
back in time and history. The distinctive
style of the town-planning and
architecture can be seen in the 200 partially
or fully restored, houses and churches from the
Middle Ages and the National Revival Period,
as well as the typical architecture of the Melnik
Houses from the beginning of XVIII century.
The powerful ruler despot Alexiy Slav turned
Melnik not only into a political, but also into an
important economical, spiritual and cultural
center. During his reign a lot of defenses,
residential buildings, churches and monasteries were built. Also masterpieces of Bulgarian
painting were created. Bolyarskata Kashta (the Bolyar's House) is the most remarkable
monument of the Mediaeval Architecture from the beginning of Xlll century in Bulgaria and
one of the oldest residential buildings on the Balkans. Nowadays impressive ruins are left from
the house - almost the entire front walls and the inside dividing wall, as well as the facade of a
tower-like premise with alarge cellar. The prosperity of the town during the National Revival
Period found expression in the numerous newly built houses, located on the step slopes,
perched one above the other and connected by narrow cobblestone streets. The typical
Melnik house from the National Revival Period is extremely beautiful and interesting - with
high ground floors, grouted in white and broken up by wooden frames, jetty girders, oriel with
numerous windows on the facade and beautifully formed eaves' twist. The stained glass and
the rich interior, as well as the elegant wooden furniture, create coziness and indicate the
prosperity of the owners.

typical early - Revival style by the notorious family Kordopoulus - hereditary producers and
merchants of wine. Its famous for its two-floor wine cellar dug into a cliff and 180 m. long tfunnels
where temperature is supported year round. The most interesting room on the floor is the guest
room. Ifs size, the location and the area of the windows, the technique used in decorating the
ceiling and the variety of styles applied, all make the room unique for our geographical
horizons.
Being in Melnik one should make sure to walk to the magnificent Sveti Nikola (St. Nicolas) Hill,
situated above the town. To reach it you have to follow the footpath on the left side of the Sveti
Nikolay Chudotvorets Church. After 15 minutes walk the path forks to the left and right. The one
to the leftleads to the SvetaZona Chapel. Following in the right direction leads you to the ruins of
the remarkable medieval church of Sveti Nikola (IX-X century), and a bit further - the impressive
remains of Slavovata Krepost(the fortress of Aleksiy Slav). The footpath from the Sveti Nikola
Church leads to the ruins of the monasteries of Sveti Haralampi(St. Charalambios) and Sveta
Bogoroditsa Spileotisa (Holy Virgin Spileotisa) - today this is the Sveta Zona Chapel. While
walking - on the right there is a magnificent view of the Melnik ,pyramids”. The visitor can also
follow a scenic footpath starting from the Rozhen ravine and going along the Rozhen ridge to
reach the Rozhen Monastery. Following the narrow track gives you an opportunity to view the
whole ensemble of Melnik , pyramids”, some of them 100 m. high.

sanctuary in the Pirin region and one of the
few Bulgarian monasteries of the Middle
Ages, which has survived relatively intact up to
present days. According to annals kept in
Atone, Greece, the monastery dates back to at
least 890 AD - for comparison, the biggest
monastery in Bulgaria, the Rila monastery, is
. believed to have started functioning in 917 AD.
The monastery has an irregular 6-angle shape,
with residential buildings surrounding a beautiful yard with the church lying in the center of it.
All the monastery's buildings were constructed in different periods, with the monks' dining
room, the bone-vault and several farm buildings being the oldest ones, dating back to the
period before the fire in the XVII century. Besides well preserved wall paintings, the monastery
is famous for its stained glass (the oldest of its type preserved fill present days) and unique
woodcarvings. As other monasteries, the Rozhen also has its miraculous icon-protector, of
Virgin Mary, which is kept in an ark in one of the chapels of the complex. Near the monastery is
the Sveti Georgi (St. George) Church, where the famous Bulgarian revolutionary Yane
Sandanskiis buried.
